Makes:- 24   Prep:- 30mins   Cook:- 20mins

100g unsalted butter, at room temperature
100g cream cheese, at room temperature
1/2 cup sugar
1 tsp finely grated lemon rind
1 egg, lightly beaten
1/2 cup self-raising flour in cup plain flour
2 tblsps milk
24 mini vanilla meringues
Extra finely grated lemon rind, to decorate
Lemon cream

2 tblsps lemon butter
1/2 cup thickened cream

1. Line 2 x 12-hole mini-muffin pans (1-tblsp capacity) 
with mini paper cases.

2. Place butter, cheese, sugar and rind in a medium bowl.  
Beat with electric mixer until light and fluffy.  Add 
egg.  Beat until just combined.

3. Add combined sifted flours and milk. Stir until just 
combined. Divide mixture among paper cases.

4. Cook in a moderate oven (180C) for about 20 minutes, 
or until cooked when tested.  Stand in pan for 5 
minutes before turning out onto a wire rack to cool.

5. To make lemon cream, place lemon butter in a small 
bowl. Beat with electric mixer until smooth. Add 
cream, Beat until thickened.

6. Spread lemon cream over cakes.  Top with a meringue.  
Decorate with extra lemon rind.
