Contributions to the fund,
which may be made to the club treasurer at any time will
be acknowledged in the club newsletter.

EVONNE’S APPLE CAKE
Ingredients: 2 cups Self Raising Flour % cup Sugar
2 tablespoons  Butter 1 Egg
Y cup Milk Pinch of Salt

Method: Cream butter and sugar, add egg and sifted flour and then milk - I add a little extra flour to make a stiffer
dough.

Spread drained stewed apple on half, cover with other half and cook at 180 degrees C for about 40 minutes. Ice with
white icing and sprinkle with cinnamon. | use canned pie apple instead of stewing apple.

HUMMINGBIRD CAKE
INGREDIENTS:-
1 cup sugar 1 cup oil (Canola)
3 eggs 14 cups plain flour
14 teaspoon bi-carb soda 174 teaspoon baking powder
174 teaspoon cinnamon 14 cups grated carrot
2, cup well drained crushed pineapple % cup walnuts (chopped)
1 teaspoon vanilla
METHOD:
1. Beat sugar and oil well together. 5. Fold in carrot, pineapple, chopped walnuts and vanilla.
2. Add eggs one at a time and continue beating. 6. Bake at 300° F (150 C) for about forty minutes.
3. Add sifted flour and other dry ingredients. 7. Take out when cake springs back to touch.
4. Continue beating for a few minutes.
ICING:-

Tablespoon margarine — melted. Add 2 tablespoon milk and 1 teaspoon vanilla. Add icing sugar to required
consistency. Apply to cake then sprinkle with walnuts. (thanks to Raelz for typing these up and seinding them to me)
