Born in Western Australia, Charlie grew up in the wheat
belt towns of York and Northam in the Avon Valley district
of Western Australia. Although he began singing at an
early age, his professional Country Music career began
in the early 1980’s when Charlie won the Overall Pro-am
section of the Esperance Country Music Festival in 1983.
He then formed the band Kentucky, playing all around
W.A. for many years.

Charlie moved to South Australia in the late eighties to
sing for the band Both Barrels which lasted many years,
including recording an album in the early nineties.

Charlie now performs all around Australia. In 2004,
Charlie proudly accepted an invitation to be inducted
into the South Australian Country Music Hall Of Fame in
Barmera, South Australia.

Charlie has been a member of the South Australian Council
for Country Music committee. He was editor of the Prelude
magazine and also organized a number of Hank Williams
Birthday Parties in the early 2000s. (stop press:- he has

Asasuccessful performer, Kalesti continues
to make her mark, singing her songs with a passion make
great music.

Kalesti has a fresh look and sound on stage that gives a
lasting impression, which is inspiring to many people.

The Annual General Meeting
The AGM will precede the normal club day at 11.00 am on Sunday 7% August 2011

Members are advised that motions for discussion on the agenda at the AGM, should have been lodged with the
secretary not later than 21 days prior to the AGM. Please note that no motions can be taken from the floor.

The elections will be held to fill the following positions :- President, Secretary, Publicity Officer and four (4)
general committee positions.

There has been some uncertainty about what positions needed filling. Our constitution does not list a Membership
Officer, that positon is filled by one of the general committee. Although the Publicity Officer was ‘elected’ last
year the position is not vacant until this year, so it is to be filled this year. This will put positions in step with our
constitution. There was also some question of the status of current committee members nominating for a different
position. A special meeting was held and it was decided that our constitution indicated that their old position would
only be declared vacant if the person was successful in being elected to the new position.
